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5. Submit a maximum one page essay, typed single space in no larger
than 12 point font. The topic of the essay should be about why you
want to pursue a degree in Architecture, Engineering or Art and
why you feel you should receive the scholarship and how you
believe the scholarship will benefit you.

8. A final scholarship recipient will be selected from the interview
group based on the evaluation of the written essay and the personal
interview.

Students who currently have or have had an immediate family
member employed by Partners in Design Architects within the past five years are not
eligible for this scholarship. This application is designed to highlight your strengths and
accomplishments.
